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GREAT PYRAMIDS, SPHINX & SAQQARA
Cairo is one of the most amazing places you will ever visit and after seeing
pictures of the pyramids, tombs and sights millions of times on TV, in books, and
in magazines they are still awe inspiring in person. To get there we weave our
way through the manic Cairo traffic, out into the suburbs and then, suddenly,
there they are. Huge majestic tombs rising out of the desert, towering above the
modern city of Cairo and an incredible testament to the immense achievements of
the Ancient Egyptians. Built over five thousand years ago the Pyramids are the
only one of the seven wonders of the ancient world that is still standing.
We explore the Pyramids, Sphinx and the Step Pyramids of Saqqara with our
Egyptologist guide who can explain all the mysteries surrounding their creation –
were they built by aliens or are they aligned to the stars? You will also have the
opportunity to climb inside one of the Pyramids and see for yourself the burial
chamber inside (not for the claustrophobic) just to say that you have been there
and done that!!!
Sakkara is best known for the Step Pyramid, the oldest known of Egypt's 97
pyramids. It was built for King Djoser of the 3rd Dynasty by the architect and
genius Imhotep, who designed it and its surrounding complex to be as grand as it
was unique and revolutionary.

BAHARIYA OASIS
Why pay 20 million dollars for a trip into space when you can go to the
moon for so much less? OK, it’s not really the moon, but the landscape
is surreal; alien in every way, and it changes from one moment to the
next. It is the type of place that creates wonder in adults, where such
feelings were long ago thought lost. It is a land not yet fully explored,
with twists and turns that reveal ever changing landscapes. This is the
Bahariya Oasis and the nearby or rather encroaching western desert. It
is quite different to any other part of Egypt; Bahariya Oasis has stopped
history in its tracks. Here we find ancient streets and the mud brick
houses that sheltered the oasis population of long ago. Yet one
immediately feels the bonds between the modern city with this distant
past. Here hot springs, palm trees, golden sand dunes, old 4WD
vehicles, donkeys, golden mummies and the ruins of old temples and
tombs all make Bahariya extraordinary. A hot bath under the moonlight
on the edge of the desert is unbelievable; a jeep safari inside the desert
and around the oasis will be a highlight.
